(DND) declared site surplus 
effective August 2003 
 

Å CLC acquired site in April 2014  
 

Å 85-acre site strategically located 
on the Halifax Harbour, in North 
Dartmouth 
 

Å 421 apartment units, former 
Canex, a school, storage 
facilities, an arena, and a large 
soccer field 
 

Å Operations for school are on-
going and Canex building leased
